AN ORDINANCE ENACTING A NEW SECTION 500.150 OF
THE BRECKENRIDGE HILLS MUNICIPAL CODE
REQUIRING  BI-ANNUAL CODE ENFORCEMENT

INSPECTIONS OF MULTI-FAMILY RESIDENTIAL
STRUCTURES AS DEFINED HEREIN,

WHEREAS, the Breckenridge Hills City Council finds that the city’s
multi-family residential structures, as defined herein, may tend to have building
code violations that are disproportionate to other residential structures located
within the city, and such violations adversely affect the health, safety, and welfare
of both the residents of such structures and the general public, and further

adversely affect the value of the premises on which such structures are located as
well as neighboring properties;

WHEREAS, the City Council believes that code enforcement inspections
every two years of such multi-family residential structures will help reduce such
building code violations and accordingly promote the health, safety, and welfare
of the residents of such structures and of the general public, and further will

protect and enhance the value of the premises on which such structures are located
as well as neighboring properties;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF
THE CITY OF BRECKENRIDGE HILLS, MISSOURI, AS FOLLOWS:

Section One.

A new Section 500.150 of the Breckenridge Hills Municipal Code is hereby
adopted, to read as follows:

TITLE V BUILDING AND CONSTRUCTION

CHAPTER 500 BUILDING REGULATIONS AND
BUILDING CODES

ARTICLE X MULTI-FAMILY RESIDENTIAL CODE
ENFORCEMENT
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Section 500.150  Bi-Annual Multi-Family Residential Code
Enforcement Inspections

A. Structures used for multi-family residential purposes, defined
herein as any hotel or any structure consisting of more than two
single-family dwelling units, and the premises on which such
structures are located, shall be subject to a bi-annual (every two
years) code enforcement inspection of all exterior areas and all
interior areas that are accessible to the residents or public or that
house equipment or facilities that service the residents.

B. The city’s code enforcement officer shall establish a schedule for
such inspections and shall make such schedule available to the
public. If a particular structure has been subject to such an
inspection under another provision of the city code within two
years prior to the scheduled inspection, the code enforcement
officer shall forgo the scheduled inspection and shall conduct the
bi-annual inspection at the next scheduled time.

C. The bi-annual code enforcement inspection shall be subject to
fees set from time to time by the City Council, which fees shall
be limited to the cost of conducting the inspection and may be set
by ordinance or resolution. Failure to pay such fee without good
cause shall be a violation of this section, which violation shall be
subject to a fine of not more than $500.

D. All code violations identified through the inspection process shall
be addressed as otherwise provided in this Chapter, including
fine and imprisonment as permitted by law, the refusal to issue
occupancy permits, and the forced closure of the multi-family
residential structure if so deemed necessary by the code
enforcement officer for the preservation of the health, safety, and
welfare of the structure’s residents or the general public.

Section Two.

The fee for a bi-annual inspection shall be $75.00. The fee for any
necessary follow-up inspection to determine code compliance shall be $25.00.

Section Three.

This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage
and approval according to law.
